County and District Councillors Reports 
County Cllr McIntosh shared Surrey County Council budget proposals, which are balanced without dipping into the reserves.   There will be 1.99% increase in Council Tax which funds various things through the county including the Winter Repair fund scheme, which Tandridge has benefited from through road repairs. There are costly services included, such as adult and children services.

A parking review process is beginning in Surrey and residents may suggest where extra double yellow lines need implementing by letting Cllr McIntosh know. 
District Cllr Stamp advised that there is a councillor standing down in May, who was previously a Conservative Councillor, as they have changed allegiance and wish to stand as a District Councillor for OLRG. 

District Councillor Wren is standing again for the Oxted North and Tandridge ward as an OLRG candidate in May.  
The Chalk Pit Enquiry starts on Tuesday 21st January.  The Chalk Pit Company (CPC) are appealing the conditions imposed by SCC; limiting movements to 112 per day (CPC want 200 movements per day), no movements during the school run times and full repair and re-instatement of damaged road surface and verges.  OLRG have an independent legal representative speaking on their behalf funded by the Woldingham Action group.
Cllr David Stamp advised that the School Plantation has been under vigorous investigations regarding the movement of land and the disturbance of tree roots.
Local Government Agency have stepped in to help Tandridge run the District Council. The Planning Department and Housing are still struggling to fulfil their statutory duties. 

The Inspection of the Local Plan is still on-going and it is anticipated that various elements will need to be rewritten.  Details of the impact of the recent weather and ofof flooding locally has been sent to and acknowledged by the Inspector. 

The contractors working in Oxted have been requested to use the car park especially created at Oxted School. Unfortunately, the car park is on a field which is not fit for purpose with the current weather conditions. 
Parish Environment  

52.1 
 Councillors to raise any issues regarding the Parish and the environment.  
Cllr Hammond confirmed the access road to the carpark behind the Village Hall is owned, half by the Diocese and half by Tandridge District Council. The lease expires in January 2021 so the Parish Council will need to review this later this year, in good time prior to renewal. 
52.2  Tandridge Parish Council noted that the Parish Risk Assessment was carried out In early December and Cllr Hammond, Cllr Stamp and Cllr Hellard all made comments. The main issues raised concerned the electrical supply, the condition of the shed and the stability of the beacon in the Glebe Field, all installed and/or used by the Tandridge Fete Committee.   Cllr Hammond agreed to write to the Chair of the Fete Committee.
Also of concern was the state of the boundary between the Millennium Field and the school.  The school had been advised of the situation by Cllr Hellard.  Cllr Hammond had arranged to meet a local contractor to assess the work required, options available and obtain a quote.
Cllr Hellard agreed to type up notes from the Risk Assessment incorporating parish details, items to be addressed, information for the Asset Register and possible jobs for a future ‘handyman’.   This would be circulated to all for comment before the next meeting.

The encroachment of soil over the pathways is becoming a problem especially as a pedestrian has been clipped by a passing car wing mirror. Clerk to email Cllr McIntosh to action. 
There were also a number of items identified to be added to the Asset Register, including the Millennium Signs and also to add to the list of jobs for the Handy Man.
