County and District Councillors Reports:
Cllr Wren advised that she attended the Fire Brigade and Police Meeting. Councillor Wren brought up the safety issues surrounding Surrey County Council removing 7 pumps off the night-time runs across Surrey with the Fire Chief. The Police meeting discussed the rural communities and travelling communities. The meetings were very informative. Cllr Wren will forward future invites onto the clerk to distribute.  

Cllr Sayer updated Tandridge Parish Council on the Chalk Pit lorry inquiry. The inspector walked the school route with the District Councillor. 
Cllr Sayer also updated the parish council regarding the 5 new consultations which have happened after the Local Plan Inspection closed.  OLRG responded to 2 and TLAG to 1, covering their areas of expertise. 
Tandridge District Council have issues with their budget and are getting help from the Local Government Association and the Centre for Public Scrutiny following a £1.3 million overspend and a concern over the financial resilience of TDC finances.  The Customer First program has not been successful and the Chief Executive as well as many other senior and experienced staff have left the council 
County Councillor McIntosh advised that the budget was approved today at Surrey County Council. Surrey has for now suspended the Winter Damage fund.  Subsequently there might be more focus on footpaths and pavements. However, SCC has gained £94m for large roads to be resurfaced. Councillor McIntosh will be putting forward the section of the A25 from Old Oxted to the Tandridge roundabout for major works repair under the Horizon project. 

Cllr Hellard thanked Cllr McIntosh for the work done so far to start to address some of the reported issues.  Cllr McIntosh advised that the Comms Gang were scheduled to do further works shortly.
Surrey have put out over twenty teams now compared to 12 previously, to work on improving the damaged roads such as pot holes etc

Parish Environment

59.2       Tandridge Parish Council received an update on the Flagpole at Flagpole Green. Mike 
Barrett has contacted Cllr Hammond regarding VE Day Celebrations on the 8th May 2020. They have confirmed that if the Parish Council purchase the flagpole, then they will install it. Tandridge Parish Council agreed that the flagpole should be re-instated and that there is budget of approximately £600 for the purchase. Cllr Hammond to organise and liaise with Mike Barrett
59.3      Councillors have not received any correspondence from the Fete Committee regarding the    

             Beacon, electrical supply and the building which requires attention. Cllr Hammond will chase.  

59.4      Councillors reviewed the Risk Assessment/Asset Register/Wish list which was circulated to     

             all on 16/01/2020.
Comments included an update on the fence line of the School Boundary – the ivy needs removing and the fencing needs repairing or replacing in parts. Cllr Hammond to meet with Roger Lampard to obtain a quote.
Cllr Hammond and Cllr David will begin the process of repairing noticeboards - removing the staples and sticking on the cork..  Once that has been completed the suggestion was made to allocate boards to individual councillors who would maintain their content.
59.5
Feedback was given to Councillors of the TDC CIL Seminar attended by the Chair and Vice Chair of Tandridge Parish Council. The process will be changing so that stake holders will no          longer have to competitively bid for funds.   However, in order to be considered the project must have previously been proposed and if approved by TDC, added to the TDC Infrastructure Delivery Plan. 
Cllr Hellard suggested that a Zebra Crossing outside the school might be a suitable infrastructure proposal and suggested other councillors could come up with ideas.
The Clerk is to request from Mark Bristow - Details of “Developments not Commenced” as TDC would like Parish Councils to help monitor this and a copy of the slides from the presentation.   Cllr Hellard was concerned that TDC did not have the correct details for the Clerk as no notification of the presentation had been received.  It was only by chance that the Parish Council became aware of it.   Other Parish Councils had not had that problem.
