County and District Councillors Reports 
School Plantation – ongoing investigation under the Police and Criminal Violence Act as a TPO has been illegally uprooted. The enforcement officer is leaving the council, but the Tree Officer will take the case forward. A number of concrete areas have been uncovered, they look new but they actually date back to around the time of the war.
2020/162  - the application for planning has been submitted but it is believed that work has already started. Cllr Sayer will liaise with the Planning Officer 
Cllr Sayer and Cllr Wren advised Tandridge Parish Council that planning for a Crematorium is being talked about with Tandridge District Council however there is a legal problem regarding this site specified. Tandridge Priory have applied for a crematorium on the Stables Land, opposite the Racing Field. Access for this would be off Barrow Green Road, which is not ideal due to the traffic currently using Barrow Green Road including the lorries to and from the quarry. Tandridge District Council have to review the requirements of Crematoriums and they need to answer certain questions such as – ‘Is there a need’ and ‘is it the best place to locate a new facility’.

There is no update regarding the Garden Village at present 
Chichele Road Footpaths were closed by a developer behind Oxted School. SCC advised that the footpaths should be open, however the land owner has gone to appeal and Cllr Wren is giving evidence at the hearing. This was first lodged in 2013 and is only just being heard now at public inquiry. 
Cllr McIntosh has been working on the traffic management on the A25 regarding the current extension of the permit.

The Highways funding for pot holes has now ceased and government has provided a new grant for larger issues on Surrey Roads. Cllr McIntosh is keen to provide better road surfaces for Tandridge and has suggested Southlands Road in the parish. 

The land at the top of Tandridge Lane was discussed regarding the railings that stick out onto the road. The land owners are arguing that Surrey County Council have encroached upon the land which was owned by him, therefore they will not repair the fence line due to this issue. 
Cllr David and Cllr Hellard congratulated Cllr McIntosh on his ability and presence on social media. The Parishioners really appreciate his approach to the improvement of the local area.
