Procedural matters 

36.1

36.3 Minutes: The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 6th October 2020 were      

        agreed and signed as a true record. 

36.4 Matters Arising  
- Councillors noted that the vacancy was posted by the clerk with Tandridge District Council and Tandridge Parish Council await notification that less than ten people have applied for the vacancy. Once this information has been confirmed Tandridge Parish Council will then agree to co- opt a new councillor at the next available meeting 
-  Councillor Stamp and Councillor Hammond advised they will be judging the parish Guy Fawkes Guys for the local competition on Wednesday afternoon 

37.
County and District Councillors Reports .
Cllr Wren reported anti-social behavioural problems in Oxted over the last week, however the police responded quickly to the incidents. Cllr Hammond said that young people in Oxted are behaving badly at present. Cllr Wren also confirmed that there is a big problem with young people across the whole of the Tandridge District. The Police are very much aware of this and Cllr Wren is taking this to Community Services next week to try and instigate bylaws surrounding the sale of explosives to underage persons. 
Cllr Sayer updated the Parish Council that Old Fall Farm did not get Prior Approval for their planning applications and were turned down on a few of reasons such as flooding, situation etc. 
She spoke about the concerns of the Plantation where there has been extensive tree removal and confirmed this is still being investigated. 

Cllr Sayer advises the Local Plan – ID15 is still being worked through by TDC to give the accurate 2018 housing figures. In addition, ID 13 which looks at Junction 6 of the M25 and the effects that will have related to the Local Plan, will take 3 months or more to produce information for the inspector. 
Cllr Sayer advised that the new chief executive for TDC is a lady with a back ground in HR called  Jackie King who is now on an interim contract, although it is widely felt she will probably be in situ for the next six months. Cllr Wren said that Reigate and Bansted are in a similar position with Chief Executives, so the potential idea is to advertise a shared position. 
Councillor Sayer continued with the opening of Freedom and Leisure in Oxted on Monday, which has been quite a long time in happening, however now with this new level of COVID-19 restrictions going forward from Thursday means it will now shut its doors again. 
Cllr David expressed concerns over tree felling and earth works at Nags Hall Farm. He walked the public footpath and saw hard core had been laid in areas. 

County Councillor McIntosh confirmed that Surrey County Council highways officers will visit the resident who owns the boundary fencing at the top of Tandridge Lane after receiving the concerned letter from Tandridge Parish Council.

Councillor McIntosh updated the Parish Council about the Network Resilience Team who have been requested to visit the flooding issue on the A25, where there is a culmination of leaves blocking the gullies. 

Cllr Wren will work alongside Cllr MacIntosh and Jim the officer who oversees Tandridge Street Cleaning and road sweeping. Cllr Wren will be raising this with Community Services 

38. 
Parish Environment  

38.1       Councillors received an update regarding the footpaths and the suggested stiles from Cllr Stamp. The contractor Ben Forde has confirmed he can begin imminently. Cllr Stamp and Cllr Hammond will arrange to convene with the landowners and Ben Forde to get this project started. This meeting will ideally be organised for next week. 
Cllr David advised that landowners have provided some very sturdy and excellent quality footpath furniture. Councillors talked through the ownership obligations of land owners with footpaths crossing their land. The conversation concluded that although it was the landowner’s responsibility, some would not uphold their duties and the Parish Council will fulfil the obligation to allow residents to enjoy the countryside of the parish in safety.
38.2       Councillors discussed the plan for Remembrance Sunday on the 11th November within current guidelines. The British Legion will lay their wreaths after the Queen at 11am and then it is up to the individual groups to lay their own wreaths.   Cllr Hammond advised that as in previous years there will be a service at the memorial but with social distancing observed to lay wreaths this year. 
Cllr Hammond will be changing the flag on flag pole green to the Union Jack on Friday. 

38.3       Councillors discussed the work carried out on the Deanshaw Hedge and all confirmed it was a fantastic job. Cllr David advised he had had a chat with Roger Lampard about a maintenance contract going forward. Roger Lampard will send a quote for this. 

38.4       Councillors noted that the Glebe field has been removed as an Asset of Community Value 
by Tandridge District Council 
38.5       Councillors agreed to invite Roger Lampard to quote to clear the ditch at the Jubilee field
