County and District Councillors Reports 

Cllr Sayer advised that the crematorium has been refused under the reasoning of the green belt and ANOB.
Regarding planning at Old Barn Farm on Tandridge Lane, Prior Approval has been requested.
Cllr Wren advised that she had received complaints regarding car repairs being undertaken on parish land and also anti-social behaviour in the form of drug taking and trespass by one of the Deanshaw Council tenants. The tenant believes she is being harassed and victimised by the neighbours. There is an accusation that the car park is being used by the partner of the TDC resident for repairing cars. 
TPC to write to resident saying thankyou for info and we are monitoring the situation

Railings over the footpath at McCarthys was raised by the Parish Council with the district councillors. It was noted that if it was over the highway then Surrey County Council have an emergency line for removal of debris on the road.  The road is encroaching onto the bank but the fence is in total disrepair. The footpath on the opposite side of the road has narrowed the lane forcing, the road to encroach on the bank, eroding it. 
The clerk is to write to SCC – and point out the road has encroached on land that doesn’t belong to SCC, and it is now put motorists in danger and they need to rectify the matter utilise Cllr Stocker’s photos 

Cllr David queried the Local Plan and the questions that the inspector is reviewing.  Cllr Sayer advised that the question of Junction 6 was raised, the change in use of class and more importantly the 2018 Housing Figure. The housing requirement was 470 per year equalling 9400 houses requested in the plan. The need is not acute as currently it is at 266 per year which means the local plan would not need to include a garden village. 

31. 
Parish Environment  

31.1       Councillors to discuss Guy Fawkes. Cllrs spoke about the restrictions regarding Covid and bonfire events. There won’t be any community events in relation to Bonfire Night. It was suggested that a Guy Fawkes competition could be held and whether the Parish Council would contribute to a prize. The Parish Councillors agreed to donate up to £25 or equivalent. 
Tandridge Village is proposing to purchase a letterbox which will be attached to Simon Larkins gate for letters to be posted to Father Christmas, which Wendy O’Mahony will reply to. The Parish Council agreed to contribute £50 towards the initiative. It is to be advertised in the parish news, Facebook, website and email group. 
31.2       Councillors to continue the discussion regarding footpaths and suggested stiles. Ben Forde’s quotation was reviewed by the councillors and approved to go ahead with the new stiles. Cllr Stamp and Cllr Hammond will walk with Ben Forde to confirm the location of the new stiles. 
31.3       Councillors to plan for Remembrance Sunday within current guidelines and order a wreath. Cllr Wren advised that the Legion has been advised there is not to be a procession under any circumstance. There is to be no parade or official wreath laying. Tandridge District Council will lay a wreath and Tandridge Parish Council will order and lay a wreath as normal. Clerk to order wreath 
31.4       Councillors reviewed the ACV objection from Strutt and Parker. Tandridge Parish Council have reviewed and acknowledge that the land is owned by the Church of England and therefore cannot be listed as ACV. The clerk will write to Tandridge District Council to advise they can delist as per the discussion.  
Cllr Knight advised that Roger will cut the Glebe field this year for £200 and tidy the hedges within the field. 

Cllr Hammond will request a quote from Roger Lampard to flail the hedge lining the road at the Glebe field on a regular basis to ensure the hedge is kept neat.

31.5       Councillors discussed the car park earlier with Cllr Wren and the uses of the area 

31.6       Councillors discussed the quotation received for reducing the Deanshaw Hedge. Councillors agreed the quotation and are happy for it to go forward in half term 24th October – 1st November. Roger Lampard will be doing all works by hand.
